WASTE MANAGEMENT
When waste reaches a solid waste landfill, several actions happen. The trash is compacted, or pressed down, into a small area called a cell. At the end of the day all the cells in a landfill are covered. A layer of soil, called a daily cover, is put over them. This reduces odour. It also prevents animals from getting into trash. Finally once the cells are full, lifts are put over them. Lifts allow the facility to add another layer of cells on top of existing ones. The landfills also have composite liners to prevent groundwater pollution.
Surface impoundments can hold hazardous liquid waste. However, they can leak, and they also pollute the air. Deep-well disposal is less environmentally harmful. It is also a permanent solution for toxic liquid waste.
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
